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Athanasios (Thanos) Zavras is a Diplomate of the American Board of Dental Public Health and Professor and Chair of the Department of Pediatric Dentistry at Boston University.  Together with Dr. Woosung Sohn, Dr. Zavras designed and implemented a combined training program in Pediatric Dentistry and Dental Public Health funded by HRSA which includes a new inter-professional team-based pediatric delivery model.  This program applies sound public health principles to serve vulnerable underserved children.  
Dr. Zavras' public health training includes a Master's of Science degree in Epidemiology from the Harvard School of Public Health (1994), and a Doctorate of Medical Science in Biology/Epidemiology from Harvard Dental School (1999) and the Harvard School of Public Health. His clinical training includes a D.M.D degree from the University of Athens; D.D.S degree from Columbia University; specialty training in Pediatric Dentistry (Tufts University); and specialty training in Dental Public Health (Harvard University). In 2003, he received his Certificate as Diplomate of the American Board of Dental Public Health.
Thanos’ research focuses on oral epidemiology; the development of genomic, informatics and clinical screening applications for oral diseases, and their translation and use at the population level.

Thanos has served as technical expert to the World Health Organization in Geneva during the inter-governmental negotiations that established the Framework Convention on Tobacco Control. He has directed the Dental Public Health residencies at Columbia University in New York City and at Harvard University. Thanos currently chairs the AADR Science Information Committee and is an active member of the ABDPH Standards and Recertification Committee.
